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THE BEGINNINGS OF A RAINBOW

Since the last Reveille went to press the
events of the war have tcken a turn offering
the greatest encouragement Most notable
from the American viewpeint was the opening
of a second front in Africa by o large Amer-
ican force. This new A.EF., operating in con-
juncticn with the British {(and French froops
regained as allies), promises to gain complete
control of North Africa when Rommel's forces
are finclly crushed betwsen the two great
armies between which he s now placed.
With the destruction of Axis armies in Africa
it becomes possible io build up immense
Allied bases there; to regain use of Medi-
terrcnean routes; to completely knock out
Italy as on enemy factor, and to freeze
encrmous Axis armies in south and south-
eastern Eurepe while the Russians revive

their offensive power against Hitler's weak-
ened forces. The crucial baitles to ensure
these ends have not yet been fought, the
issues of these batiles can by no means be
foretold with assurance. But to our sturdy
confidence in the final outcome may now be
added the reasonable hope that the final
phase of the conflict in Europe and the Near
East has been reached. How much time
will be required to achieve final victory in
that theater of war, how many heartbreaking
setbacks will bs encountered in its accom-
plishment, we know not But it is crystal
clear that for Hitler's dream of power the
sands of time are fast running out. Mean-
while, in the Pacific, American naval vie-
tories have offset the disastrous blow struck
at Peorl Harbor; the tide sesms to have
turned against the Japs in the Solomons,
while General MacArthur has gone far in
his campaign to eliminate the Japs from their
control of New Guinea bases. The Chinese
have reported important victories in south
China; and as this is written the British have
just made a deep advance into Burma, hint-
ing at a move to regain conirol of this crucial
stretegic link between China cnd India, On
the home f{ront, incredible strides have been
teken toward the transformation of our peace-
time industry and economy into one wvast
military machine, embracing «ll of our re-
sources and all of our manpower and woman-
power. The results have been beyond our
expectation, but not beyond our require-
ments; and on the home front, too, the crucial
battles remain to be fought and won. All in
all, we enter the New Yecr bolstered by
encouraging news, but possessing the grim
knowledge that final victory lies beyond many
distant and bloody battlefields.
