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The Bainbow Moves Into Lorraine

Your National President, Bob Reno, asked
me to contribute a short article regarding the
division’s activitles during the month of
March 1918, Since one of my batialions was
at Dombasle and two at Baccarat, forty kilom-
eters apart, it kept me busy locking over the
150th Field Artillery, especially after having
been assigned the operation of Irench bat-
leries in ihe Baccarat sector above 75mm up
to and including 220 Howitzers and gave
me little time to chserve much of the divi-
sion. The French had no prepared positions
for gquns of greater caliber than 75's. The
150th Field Artillery was called upon to pre-
pare ifs own gun posilions as well as dugouts
and live in the cpen to do this work. As
everyene will remember we had every type
of weather that March usually contributes,
such as rain, sleet, and the accompanying
mud.

Meany inspectors crrived during the month
and such men as Lieutenant Colonel Drum
gave good advice and made constructive
criticism.  We had our first casualiies on
March Sth and our roads were shelled by the
enemy. Both the French zind the Germans
considered this part of the line as the rest
sector but the Americans wanted training and
stirred up the monkeys.

We had raids on the 5th and 9th, capturing
some prisoners, which caused some casualties
on our side. There were occasional dog
fights in the air to drive off the enemy ob-
servation planes who were trying to locate
the new positions established by the heavier
guns. The enemy had a fair idea where the
other occupied positions were located as both
armies had held this ground from time to time.

On March 6th, General Pershing drove up
to B Batitery unnoticed as the men were lined
up for mess in the sleet cnd rain. Their
unfinished positions furnished little shelter
cnd the mess wos none too good. The Gen-
eral asked one youngster about the mess;
turning around this young mean saw four stars
and velled out, "Finel” It is easy to imagine

what o razzing he got from his buddies later.

Later in the month dll elements of the 42d
Division were moved into the Baccarat sector
to relieve the French who were sent north to
assist in the German drive on the 2lst of
March ot Amiens. Later one entire French
regiment of this division was captured and
a few of the officers, who escaped, visited our
sector and their morale was rather low,
General Reilly entertained them at his P. C.
as best he could to cheer them up. OQur
wounded were evacuated to Conireville to
base hospilal 32. This Indianapolis unit had
arrived in France about the time ocur divi-

Through the efforts of Homer Gardner
and the ccoperation of Iowa chapter we trav-
eled on the screen through World War I
with the 168th Infaniry from start to finish.
It thrilled us artillery men to go over the
top into no-maon's land and be returned home
safely.

Nlincis Chapter's auxiliary, which is na-
tionally known as the world's finest and
smallest, have joined hands with cur enter-
tainment chairman Frank Gould to make the
coming reunion o memorcble one for our
guests.

THE RAINBOW MOVES INTO LORRAINE

sion arrived and, as far as the Indiana troops
were concerned, it was like "old home week”
to visit the hospital made up of doctors who
were ouistanding in their prefession in their
home communities.

Now regarding my most unhappy moment:
It happened in May. We were fighting under
the French Corps, whom we depended upon
for ammunitien, and who believed that we
were wasting foo much for o quiet sector.
They only alleowed us one thousand rounds
at the gun positions of the 150th Field Ar-
tillery. Cn the evening of May 15th orders
were received from the division, accompanied
by photegraphs taken, to destroy a projector
gas attack. The rate of fire would consume
three thousand rounds. It was necessary to
secure that amount from the French Corps,
and, after dork, as the firing was to begin
at 10:30 P.M. to 12:30 A.M. and resume again
at 4:30 AM. to 6:30 AM.

In this cocuntry our powder was in hrass
shell cases. In Coequidan the powder came
in bags covered with tinfcil. Since we were
using French equipment and thev were using
ammuniticn prepared in this manner we ac-
cepted, of course. The ammunition we se-
cured cn this particular night come in boxes
with as many as three different lots in a box,
unprotected, without tinfeil. During the night
it was impossible to even see marking that
would indicate exposure. The one thousand
rounds we had at the guns had been cali-
brated but ammunition secured from the
French that night was an unknown quantity.
There is nc doubt some old sergeant issued
the unknown quantity, ags many an old ser-
geant would do, since ncone of his people
would be hurt. At twelve o'dlock a report
came o my headquarters of short firing. [
sent word to have the guns checked and re-
ceived reports that everything was QK. We
finished the first part of the mission. A little
later we received word cof short firing again
but, as we were nct firing at that time, it was
very evident they were enemy shells coming
over. We resumed firing at 4:30 and later
received word of short firing. We finished
our mission, which was a delicate one on
account of the closeness of the enemy pro-

jectors to our front line. At daylight 1 im-
medicately started out to see what had hap-
pened on the ten kilometer front. I found
there were twenty-seven shorts ouf of the
twenty-seven hundred rounds that had been
fired. Otherwise the mission was successful
and we had destroyed the projector attack.
Another division which was not supported
by 155 Howitzers came in later and the enemy
succeeded in causing 400 c=sualties, of which
many died. We, unfortunately, killed three
of our own infantrymen but saved the lives
of many others, A French trench mertar
ballery commander insisted that this was an
old game to them and they immediciely left
their positicns, which was fortunate, as they
were simply blown to ploces. We unfortu-
nately, were the first American artillery to
fire over our own infantry and the killing of
our own fine infantrymen had a very depress-
ing effort on all of us. But they fortunately
never lost faith in the 150th Field Artillery and
our teamwoerk was excellent througheout the
war.

One  English officer told me that they fig-
ured 5 per cent cf their casualties were from
their own guns. A French colonel told me
that it was up to the baitery commanders to
do some "kilchen work.” Tpon pressing him
to tell me what "kitchen work” was he said
that was for battery commanders only and
they were supposed to just "poop” the shells
over at long range when they had not cali-
brated their powder. My only answer was
that we were supposed to destroy the enemy
projectors and save our people.

I hope our grand old infantrymen who read
this will take this in the spirit it is meant,
That it was an experience over which we
had no control due to the fact that the French
did not allow us to have sufficient ammuni-
fiocn at the guns.

Many of the officers and men of the 150th
Field Artillery served with me through the
twenty-one years that I commanded the 38th
Division following the war untll T was dis-
charged for age while in command at Hat-
fiesburg, Mississippi, in ‘41.
